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Abstract. Three cases are reported in which the diagnosis of tuberculosis has only
been made following surgery for suspected salivary gland tumour, sebaceous
cyst and carotid body tumour. Surgery could have been avoided if tuberculosis
had been considered in the initial differential diagnosis.
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
